Year 9 Spanish Trip to Barcelona 16 – 20 July 2012
For the last seven years the Spanish department has organised a very successful trip to Barcelona for Y9 students during Activities Week.  This academic year we will be running another trip to Barcelona for Year 9 students who study Spanish at school.  We will be flying to Barcelona by plane and we will be staying in a 3* Hotel for four nights near Barcelona on the Mediterranean Coast.  The rooms accommodate 3-4 students and all are en suite.
As well as learning about the Spanish language and culture, we have planned many interesting visits while we are there such as 

1. Sagrada Familia, the best known of artist Gaudi’s creations, which is a towering landmark in Barcelona. 
2. Parc Güell and Gaudi’s house.  This park is full of mosaics, the most famous one being the fountain with stairs and the head of the dragon in the middle.
3. Montjuic, a 213m high hill southeast of Barcelona, which features a large number of sights and attractions.

4. Las Ramblas, Barcelona’s most characteristic avenue, the nerve centre of the city.  
5. The Nou Camp football stadium with its trophies, documents, photographs and three audio visual shows which trace the history of one of the greatest clubs in the world.  
6. The Science Museum, with its modern approach, encourages interest in science and makes it fun.  Planetarium, rooms dealing with vision, perception, mechanics, meteorology.  
7. Visit to Aquapark.
The overall cost of the trip would come to approximately £570 per student for all travel (including travel to and from the airport and the use of a coach in Spain), all meals while in Spain, the hotel and all entrances to the various visits.  

As there is a limit of 50 places available, places will be allocated on a first-come-first-served basis.  So please reply promptly to avoid disappointment.
